WATER SAFETY TIPS
• NEVER SWIM ALONE. EVERYONE NEEDS A BUDDY!
• DON’T FORGET YOUR SWIMMING LESSONS. KNOW      
 HOW TO TREAD WATER AND STAY AFLOAT.
• ALWAYS WEAR A LIFE JACKET WHEN YOU ARE ON   
 A DOCK, NEAR LARGE BODIES OF WATER AND     
 ESPECIALLY WHEN BOATING.
•• SWIM IN DESIGNATED AREAS SUPERVISED BY       
 LIFEGUARDS.
• KEEP A FIRST-AID KIT AND PORTABLE PHONE      
 CLOSE BY.
• BE CAUTIOUS AROUND SHORELINES, LAKES,       
 RIVERS AND OTHER NATURE BODIES OF WATER –   
 EVEN IF YOU ARE NOT PLANNING ON SWIMMING.
•• NEVER DIVE HEADFIRST INTO WATER EXCEPT WHEN  
 PERMITTED BY AN ADULT WHO CONFIRMS THE    
 DEPTH OF THE WATER AND THAT IT IS CLEAR OF    
 UNDERWATER OBJECTS.
• KEEP POOL GATES CLOSED AT ALL TIMES.
•• SUNBLOCK IS YOUR FRIEND. STAY IN THE SHADE           
 WHEN POSSIBLE, COVER UP AND LIMIT SUN       
 EXPOSURE DURING PEAK HOURS (10AM-4PM)
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Cut out the small template, 
or cut out and join the 3 
pieces to make the big one. 
Then, fold it down the 
middle along the red line
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With ‘G1’ facing up, 
fold forward on 
each of these red lines 
in turn

Step 2
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You should end up 
with shape that 
looks like this...

Step 3

So it 
looks like 
this...

With the ‘back’ 
facing you, fold 
along this line, 
folding side ‘A’ 
behind side ‘B’
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Step 4

So it 
looks like 
this...
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Fold along this 
line, folding side ‘B’ 
over side ‘A’

Step 5
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Bring ‘G1’ out 
from behind so it 
sits in front, then 
fold and stick 
‘G2’ on to ‘G1’

Step 6

Pinch any
corner together...

...push the opposite 
corner in and back

Until you have a
3-point star...

...and you can see
a new image inside

Then ‘peel’ open the 
middle of the star...

...to reveal the new
image

How to use it

Maui is a trickster and can trAnsform into 
many different creatures. flip the 
hexaflexagon into itself to reveal the 
different forms maui takes.  To make the 
hexaflexagon, Cut out the the pieces from 
the following pages and assemble it as shown.

Make a Hexaflexagon!
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PART ‘A’
Big template

Carefully cut out along the dotted line



Glue part ‘A’ on top of here
Glue part ‘C’ on top of here

PART ‘B’
Big template

Carefully cut out along the dotted line
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PART ‘C’
Carefully cut out along the dotted line

Glue part ‘A’ on top of here
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Carefully cut out along the dotted line
